Description and Application

This scholarship is intended for graduating seniors of Eaton Rapids High School who have been in attendance for their 11th and 12th grade and demonstrated a desire and capacity to learn. Successful applicants must be accepted to an institution of post high school training. The maximum amount of the award will be the lesser of the actual full time tuition rate of the selected institution or the limit established by the Eaton Rapids Board of Education.  Scholarship recipients continuing their education are eligible to reapply for one year.  The Eaton Rapids Scholarship Selection Committee shall award the scholarships.

Selection of recipients will be based on:

1. A demonstrated desire and capacity to learn.  (Might include a high school record, relevant standardized test scores, and awards related to career goal).

2. A strong commitment to attain a post high school educational goal.

3. Two letters of recommendation, one from a community member and one from a certified staff member. The recommendation should detail information related to the applicant's capacity to reach their goal.

4. Acceptance by a post high school educational institution as a full time student.

5. A personal statement provided by candidate.
6. Demonstration of involvement in community service in the Eaton Rapids  
7. Must be a resident of Eaton Rapids school district.
The selection committee will use a point system to determine the recipients.
